pened to his friends animals but the few
that he had got me a little concerned
about my future plans in taking my
horses into asimilar situation.

He said that the horses were on a high-
line and were attacked by a cougar. |
asked him a bucket full of questions but
he didn’t have many answers.

Later that day the owner of the horses
came over to our camp to ask us about
something that wasn't related and in
the conversational exchange he re-
counted the story of the attack.

He told us it was about three in the
morning, his horses were high lined,
and he heard a cougar scream. His
horses were carrying on and rodeo’in
outside his trailer on the high line. He
stepped outside and fired his pistol into
the ground, got a light on his horses and
found that the oldest mare was tangled
badly in her lead rope.

She ended up with nasty rope burns,
and a few deep lacerations on her back
haunches, not to mention the injury that
she got from trailering over to Yakima
from 2 hours north of Seattle.

It seems she kicked one of her back feet
somehow in the trip taking off all the
skin on top of the pastern and penetrat-
ing the joint.

The Owner took his horses down the hill
and found some people that kindly al-
lowed him to temporarily board them
while he could get a vet in to see them.
Now this got me thinking, first of all what
a tragedy that would be to go through,
and then my thinking shifted to how this
all could have been prevented.

I'm by no means am expert in these
matters but | can’'t help but make a few
observations from what I've learned.

| don’t know if this would have helped in
lessening the trailering injury or not but
would shipping boots have helped? The
vet said that the injury to the back foot
was life threatening and that infection
was a crucial factor and she might end
up lame due to the joint being trauma-
tized and opened. He stressed cleanli-
ness and antibiotics for the remedy and
just plain time.

Also as far as the high line incident,

what was the horse doing with that much
lead in slack to get wrapped up with, to
cause the massive amount of rope burn
as he described? And if the cougar didn’t
cause the scratches on the horse then he
must have had the horse too close to a
tree when he tied it. As he told me later
when | asked him about the location of
the horse on the high line. There were
two horses on the highline only one was
injured.

I'm not trying to say anything bad about
the owner, I'm sure he wanted nothing
but good things for his horse, the inci-
dents snowballed and completely ruined
his trip. It's a good thing he was there to
prevent further injury, who knows what
would have happened it he hadn’t been
there, as we all know bad things can hap-
pen very quickly. Also there is the threat
of his horse ending up lame for the rest of
its life. So in my thinking, and me being a
horse owner, how can | prevent such a
travesty in my own domain of influence?
| believe learning about the proper way to
trailer a horse with its many options and
the correct way to high line would save
me a lot of heartache and vet bills. Be-
longing to IEBCH has helped me greatly
as | have a vast amount of knowledge to
tap into with the group of people that are
its members.

I'm sure that many of you could interject
other things that | may have missed.
Hopefully none of us will ever have to go
through something like my acquaintance
from north of Seattle.

Dear Senator Thomas,

The Inland Empire Chapter of Backcountry
Horsemen of Washington represents over
100 families in the Spokane, Washing-

ton area who regularly use Federal public
lands for recreation purposes.

Thank you for not including permanent
fees for all four public lands agencies in
S.1107.

None of our members have a problem with
paying a modest entrance fee to visit a Na-
tional Park, nor do we object paying for
other substantially improved facilities.

We are deeply concerned thatincreases in
National Park entrance fees have led to a
drop in visitation. We would encourage you
to continue to appropriate adequate funds
to continue the stewardship and recreation
opportunity for our citizens.

Our membership strongly object to paying
a fee to visit undeveloped public lands man-
aged by the Forest Service, BLM and US
Fish & Wildlife Service. We have stead-
fastly opposed these fees since their incep-
tion. Our members "put their money and
their muscle where their mouth is" by devel-
oping trailheads, clearing trails, and educat-
ing equestrians and other users of our cher-
ished public lands about "leaving no trace"
ethics.

OFFICERS

The procedure for election of IEBCH offi-
cers states that: “In the September news-
letter write an article announcing the
pending election, describing the election
process and soliciting nominations from
the membership.”

The election of new officers takes place
at the November Membership meeting
with newly elected officers terms begin-
ning December 1. Elected offices va-
cant for election at the November 2003
Membership meeting include President,
Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer,
State Director and two Board Members.
All the offices except State Director and
Alternate State Director are one-year
terms. Both State Director and Alternate
State Director offices are two-year terms.
Rick Grant has served two years as State
Director so that office will be vacant for
the coming November 2003 election, but
Lew Sutton has just served one year in
the Alternate State Director office so that
position is filled for another year.

The Election of Officers Procedure is
found in the IEBCH Standing Rules, Sec-
tion 1, and reads as follows: “The Presi-
dent shall appoint and have approved a
Nominations Committee by the August
Board Meeting. The committee is
charged with:

Developing a list of nominees for each
office open for election in time for presen-
tation in the October newsletter and at
the October Membership meeting. The
Committee Chair will present the nomi-
nees to date and open the floor for any
final nominations.

The Committee shall develop a secure
system to allow members who cannot
avoid missing the November meeting an
absentee ballot. The system shall re-
quire all absentee ballots to be delivered
by hand and/or mail to a designated per-
son and/or address no later than the day
of the November meeting. [Motioned
passed Oct. 16, 2001 Board Meeting. If
every position is uncontested by the date
of the November newsletter publication,
then there will be no absentee ballots for
that year.]

The Committee shall develop a system of
verifying that ballots handed out on elec-
tion night are given to current members in
good standing only. To be eligible to vote
new members must have joined in per-
son or have post marked their application
no later than the October meeting date.

The Committee shall conduct the election
proceedings at the November meeting
with any committee members seeking an
office abstaining. The Chair shall an-
nounce the results of the election before
the end of the meeting. The candidate
with the largest number of votes for each
position shall be declared the winner.

In the case of a tie vote the committee
shall use a toss of the coin to break the tie
prior to bringing the election results to the
membership.

FUN WITH MAGGOTS

One spring when | was working on the
Bar 14 we got into a kind of real mess. A
rancher up by Thorp had sold his place
and was selling off his cattle. He had a
pretty decent herd of Herefords so we
bought about a hundred and fifty of his
cows. Itwas around the first of June and
they had already calved. That was good,
although the calves still needed to be
worked, that is branded, ear-marked, cas-
trated and vaccinated. The cows also
would need to be branded and about half
of them needed to be de-horned.

The weather was nice and cool yet, per-
fect for working cattle. Not anticipating any
trouble, we spent a couple of days brand-

ing, de-horning and whatever else. Then
we moved the whole bunch up to Spring
Gulch, our early summer pasture, which
was about seven or eight miles from
home. It was on Caribou Creek and the
upper end was in the timber at the base
of the Wenatchee Mountains. The old
stage coach road from the Kittitas Valley
over Colockum Pass and down into the
Wenatchee Valley went through our
range.
So far everything was going good. The
cows and calves had stood the working
and the trip okay. The day that we trailed
them up there the weather started warm-
ing up. During the next couple of days the
weather turned hot. Not just warm, but
hot. It didn't seem to bother the calves at
all but the cows were another story.
Those big old green and black blow-flies
that show up when it gets hot, found the
fresh de-horned cows. They swarmed
into the horn cavities and commenced
laying their eggs. In another few days
those eggs hatched into maggots and
were driving the cows crazy.
The task of correcting the problem fell to
me and Clark Swanstrum, another Bar 14
cowboy. Clark had a place of his own
down the road about a mile where he
lived with his wife and three little kids. He
would come over and work for us when-
ever we needed an extra hand, which
was practically all the time. Every day we
would take a couple of horses apiece and
head for Spring Gulch. We would have
to locate any cows with maggoty heads
and doctor them. The cows were scat-
tered out over three thousand acres of
sage brush and timber foothill range.
The sage brush was about saddle-horn
high to a tall horse and the timber
patches were pretty thick and criss-
crossed with cow trails. You could get
through them if you could duck low
enough to get under the tree limbs.
We each carried cans of KRS, a tar-
based disinfectant, and some purple lig-
uid in an aerosol can. The purple stuff
was kind of like Hydrogen Peroxide be-
cause it foamed up when you squirted it
down into the horn cavity and the mag-
gots came boiling right out. After you got
the maggots all out, you poured KRS in
the hole. That disinfected everything and
the tar base kept the flies from getting
back in. That was the messy part be-
cause both kinds of the medicine stained
everything. We had black and purple
spots on our hands, faces, clothes and
most everything else.
The fun part of the job was catching the
cattle. We would ride until we spotted
